Journey to remarkable Urbino, one of Italy’s preeminent cultural destinations and a UNESCO World Heritage Site,
celebrated for its wealth of intact medieval and Renaissance landmarks. Nestled in the rolling hills of the Marche
region, Urbino reached its cultural peak in the 15th century under the enlightened rule of Duke Federico da
Montefeltro, a great patron of the arts.

After a scenic one-hour drive from Pesaro, set off on a guided walking tour through Urbino’s elegant streets and lively
squares, soaking up the authentic atmosphere of this beautifully preserved town. Admire the city’s venerable
university, founded in 1506 and housed in magnificent Renaissance buildings, and discover why Urbino became a
beacon of humanist culture during the Renaissance. The highlight of the tour is the Palazzo Ducale, a masterpiece of
15th-century architecture commissioned by Duke Federico. Its grand halls, intricate courtyards and refined interiors
reflect Urbino’s golden age and today house the Galleria Nazionale delle Marche, one of Italy’s most important
collections of Renaissance art.

After the guided visit, enjoy free time to explore further at your leisure, relax in a local café or browse artisan shops.

The community's origins date back to 301 AD, when Marinus of Rab founded a Christian community here. The Christian
stonemason fled religious persecution and built a church on the summit of a remote mountain, Mount Titano. Over
the centuries, this community gradually developed into an autonomous political entity. Its constitutional system dates
back to the 16th century.

San Marino is dramatically perched atop Mount Titano and enchants visitors with breathtaking views, beautifully
preserved medieval architecture, and a unique, timeless atmosphere. Enter the historic town through the imposing
St. Francis Gate and embark on a guided tour through the narrow, cobbled streets full of character. Admire the ancient
fortress walls, the graceful stone buildings, and the centuries-old churches. Highlights include the Palazzo Pubblico,
the Basilica of San Marino, and the Church of San Francesco, as well as viewpoints offering breathtaking views of the
countryside. After the tour, you will have time to continue exploring the medieval streets on your own or browse the
inviting shops for handmade souvenirs and duty-free treasures.

Start your tour with a scenic drive from Sibenik to the Krka National Park. The route begins at the Skradinski buk
waterfalls, the longest, most famous and most visited waterfall on the Krka River.

The waterfall can be visited thanks to an extensive network of paths and bridges that pass by numerous water mills,
including an ethnographic collection that tells the story of the economic history of Sibenik and the region.

The path runs along the living water. For those who want to know more, there are educational panels along the entire
length of the trail. The lookout point on the right bank of the river is the best place to see the creator of the waterfalls,
the fundamental phenomenon of the Krka National Park - travertine. Travertine, or tuff, is common in the surface
streams of the Dinaric karst, although it rarely forms waterfalls like those in the Krka River. The wooden bridge is the
place where man is closest to the waterfall. The combined waters of the Krka and Cikola rivers cascade down the 17
steps of the Skradinski buk waterfall over a length of 800 meters.

You will cross the wooden bridge while the coot splashes on the surface and the lllyrian chub swims underneath.

Site in 2000, as well as the “Civitas Sacra” multimedia centre. Begun in 1430, the construction of this three-aisled
basilica took over a century and reflects the transition from Venetian Gothic to Tuscan Renaissance. Largely the work
of Juraj Dalmatinac, the cathedral is famous for its frieze on the exterior walls, depicting portraits of 15th-century
honorary citizens.

Your final stop will be the peaceful garden of the former Monastery of St. Lawrence (Sveti Lovre). Carefully restored
in recent years, this small garden is designed in the style of a medieval monastery garden, with aromatic herbs, stone
paths and shaded corners creating a tranquil oasis in the heart of the old town. You will have the opportunity to enjoy
a short refreshment break and sample a traditional local herbal liqueur.

At the end of the tour, guests are free to remain in town to explore further at their own pace or enjoy shopping.
Those feeling more energetic can walk up the hill overlooking the old town to reach St. Michael’s Fortress (entrance
not included), where spectacular panoramic views await over the city, the Adriatic Sea and the St. Anthony Channel.

The great polyptych of the Assumption was made in Titian's workshop, and you can also
admire Raphael's 'Madonna della Seggiola'.

Next, continue your tour with the church of St Blaise, the patron saint and eternal protector of Dubrovnik since 972.
For centuries, St Blaise was not just a saint; he was also the spiritual guardian of the Republic and a symbol of its
sovereignty. Statues of him can be found throughout the Old Town, and the church remains one of the city’s most
important landmarks, located at the heart of the Old Town.

Finally, visit the Franciscan monastery. Its church is one of the most beautiful Romanesque-Gothic buildings in Croatia.
The monastery's pharmacy dates from 1317, making it the third oldest still in use in the world. The library contains an
exhibition of liturgical artefacts and one of the most valuable European music archives, as well as paintings by old
masters.

The walls are 5 km long and construction began in 1317 and was not completed until the 16th century. There are also
the old salt pans that were used during the Dubrovnik Republic.

After arriving in Mali Ston, you will board a local boat that will take you to the oyster and mussel beds. Your host will
welcome you on board and introduce you to the oyster and mussel growing in this area. You will have a unique
opportunity to learn about oyster and mussel production and taste freshly prepared oysters and mussels, including
mussel bouzara (mussels cooked with wine, garlic and olive oil).

After returning to Mali Ston, you will board a motorcoach for the return journey to Dubrovnik for a brief orientation
tour of the Dubrovnik old town, followed by free time to explore Dubrovnik on your own.

The
church contains 68 magnificent paintings by Tripo Kokolja, a famous 17th century artist from Perast. His masterpiece
is undoubtedly a 1om long painting depicting the Death of the Virgin.

After visiting the island you will board your boat again for a short trip back to Perast where you will board your coach
and travel from Perast to Kotor. This charming medieval town on a beautiful fjord is the ancient maritime centre of
Montenegro and is a UNESCO World Heritage Site. You will find monuments, shops, cafes and restaurants. The 12th
century Cathedral of St Tripun and the Orthodox Church of St Luka are visited from the outside.

The interior of the cave and
the sea inside it are illuminated by an indescribable silvery blue light. The sun's rays, which enter the cave through a
small crack in the ceiling, are reflected in the sea, creating incredible light effects.

When you arrive at Mezoporat bay on the island of BiSevo, get off the boat and the skipper will take you to a small
wooden boat (owned by a concessionaire) that will take you to the cave. The entrance to the cave is very small, so at
a certain point you will have to crouch in the middle of the boat while the skipper steers the boat into the cave. After
visiting the Blue Cave, you will return to the speedboat for a scenic ride back to Komiza.

Due to its geo-strategic position in the Adriatic Sea, the island of Vis has been the site of some of the most important
naval battles in history and played an important role in the resistance movement during the Second World War,
hosting the resistance leader Tito. During the Cold War, until 1989, the island was a heavily guarded military zone with
a "shoot on sight" policy that kept foreigners and outsiders at a distance. There were up to 30 army bases on the
island and many of the installations remain: underground passages, rooms, bunkers and barracks bear witness to its
military past, and there is even a submarine tunnel accessible by boat. This long period of isolation has helped to
preserve the natural beauty of the island.

Starting from Komiza, a short 20-minute boat ride will take you to Cape Stupisce. Here we'll discover the remains of
a former Yugoslavian gun and missile base. As we venture into the intricate maze of underground tunnels, we'll see
the echoes of abandoned warehouses and the impressive relics of cannons. Our exploration of the Stupisce missile
base promises to be a thrilling experience.

After our visit to Stupisce, we'll continue to the next military tunnel, ARK Vela Glava. A guided tour of this tunnel will
provide an insight into its history and purpose. From there we'll climb to the highest point on the island of Vis, Hum
Peak, which rises to 587 metres above sea level. From this vantage point we'll be treated to a breathtaking panoramic
view of the surrounding archipelago and the picturesque town of Komiza.

On the way, you will visit three beautiful beaches and hear the story of Manjarema Fort, whose remains bear witness
to the famous naval battle known as the Battle of Vis in 1866. Your last stop will be at the location of the Mamma Mia
movie - Barjoska Bay, where you will have time to swim in the crystal clear sea, and if you want to stay out of the sun,
the natural shade of the pine trees will protect you. You can also take a short walk, explore the bay and enjoy the
scent of rosemary, lavender and other herbs - you probably did not know that there are over 300 species of herbs
growing on the island.

Pula is best known for its many surviving ancient
Roman buildings, the most famous of which is the 1st century amphitheatre built just outside the old town.

Known locally as the Arena, it is the sixth largest amphitheatre in the world. One of the best preserved amphitheatres
from antiquity, the Arena is still used today for summer film festivals.

Your walking tour includes visits to other famous, well-preserved ancient Roman structures, including the Arch of
Sergius and the Temple of Augustus, a beautifully preserved Roman temple dominating the Forum, the city’s historic
main square. Dedicated to the goddess Roma and Emperor Augustus, it was built between 2 BC and AD 14 and is
considered one of the finest surviving Roman temples outside Italy. It sits among cafés, the Communal Palace and
other old-town buildings, creating a unique contrast between everyday local life and a two-thousand-year-old
monument. After your walking tour, you will have some free time to explore on your own. At the end of your visit,
reboard your coach for the return journey to the pier.

Its old town boasts a
wealth of Romanesque, Gothic, Renaissance and Baroque buildings.

The Church of St Euphemia was constructed at the start of the 10th century on the site of the Romanesque Church of
St George. The monumental church, which is the main sight of Rovinj, was built in the 17th and 18th centuries in the
Baroque style. At over 62 metres high, its bell tower is the highest in Istria and was modelled on the bell tower of St
Mark's Basilica in Venice. It dominates the old town of Rovin;.

Rovinj is now a town of artists. Its beauty has attracted artists to spend their summers there and even to settle
permanently. This is most evident in Grisia Street, a beautiful, winding staircase lined with galleries and studios that
leads to the plateau of the Church of St Euphemia and in Carrera ulica, lined with small shops, boutiques, galleries and
tempting cafés.

Next, visit the unique 'House of Pelinkovac', a museum dedicated to one of Rovinj's most famous herbal liqueurs. You
will enjoy a tasting session featuring Rovinj's Pelinkovac, which is made using a secret, century-old recipe. You will
also discover other traditional liqueurs, all of which are crafted using premium Istrian ingredients that blend tradition
and flavour.

The Rovinj archipelago and coastline are listed as "Landscapes of Outstanding Value", and once you have seen them,
you will understand why. The rugged coastline with its holm oak and pine forests is enchantingly beautiful. The
protected area stretches from St. John's cape to Barbariga and includes all twenty of Rovinj's islands and islets, as
well as the coastal area up to 500 metres from the coast. Red Island consists of two artificially connected islands in
the Adriatic Sea. This is a popular destination for day-trippers, as these car-free islets, covered with pine forest and
Mediterranean scrub, also boast several pebble beaches and rocky coves.

The Lim Fjord, a sunken karst canyon valley, is one of the most beautiful natural sites in Istria, with many secluded
spots to delight visitors. The water in the fjord is more brackish and less salty than the open sea due to the many
freshwater springs, and the temperature fluctuates. The water is rich in plankton and oxygen, so flora and fauna are
abundant. The area is a natural breeding ground for many species of fish, but is best known for its oysters.

There will be time to swim and sample some of the delicious local shellfish (oysters).
