* The length of the tours and time spent on the sites is given as an indication as it may vary
depending on weather, sea and traffic conditions and on the group’s pace.

* The level of physical fitness required for our activities is given as a very general indication.

How you can book your shore excursions:

* Shore excursions can be booked onboard, using the booking forms (sign-up lists) available at
the Excursion Desk.

e The price of the excursion will be added to your on-board account.

e Transfers and debark tours ending at the airport can also be pre-paid prior to your cruise.

e In order to provide the best service and to avoid disappointments, please book your shore
excursions as early as possible: places are limited and there is a booking deadline for each port.
* Booking deadlines will be indicated on the Daily Program and on the booking forms.

* Cancellation and changes are possible until the booking deadline. After the booking deadline,
100% cancellation fees will be charged.

* A minimum number of participants is required for each tour; if the required number is not
attained, the tour may be cancelled.

e Departure times of the tour are mentioned in the Daily Program of
each port.

e All information concerning excursions is correct at the time of

printing. However, Star Clippers reserves the right to make changes.

LERICI - Discover Porto Venere

Porto Venere is one of the most picturesque fishing villages on the Italian Riviera and was declared a World Heritage
Site by UNESCO in 1997 for its outstanding beauty and traditional way of life, which has changed little over the
centuries. Meet your local guide at the pier and board a ferry for the short journey across the Gulf of La Spezia, also
known as the 'Gulf of the Poets'. Arriving in Porto Venere, follow your guide down the Carrugio, a narrow street lined
with fashionable shops, to the main square and the Church of St Peter. The church stands on a rocky promontory
overlooking the Gulf of the Poets, on the site of a pagan temple dedicated to the goddess Venus. Built in the style
known as Genoese Gothic, the church was consecrated in 1198 and the black and white marble stripes were added in
the 13th century. Then you go down to the quayside or Calatea Doria, as it is called.

The waterfront is lined with pastel-coloured houses built in the Middle Ages. The houses were originally used as
defence towers, that is why they are so tall and narrow; if Porto Venere was attacked from the sea, the villagers could
escape from the back rooms of the top floor and seek safety in the castle above. The guided tour ends here and you
are on your own, with over two hours to shop, sample local specialities and explore on your own. You may wish to
visit the Romanesque church of St Lawrence, which was also built on the site of a pagan temple dedicated to Jupiter.
The church is known as the sanctuary of the White Madonna, the patron saint of Porto Venere, who saved the village
from the plague.

Vv This tour involves extensive walking over cobblestone surfaces with some steps and inclines.

v Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate attire is required
when visiting religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts are allowed).

v The boat trip from Lerici to Porto Venere takes approximately 30 minutes (per way) by local public ferry boat, with
a fixed timetable. Tour timing is subject to sea conditions and may be adapted to ferry’s timetable.

v The tour may be cancelled at any moment due to adverse conditions at sea, even shortly before departure.

ELBA (Portoferraio) - Porto Azzurro and winery

From Portoferraio, cross the island from north to south until you reach the Gulf of Lacona, then Golfo Stella and Porto
Azzurro. There will be plenty of opportunities to enjoy the scenery and take fantastic photographs.

At Porto Azzurro you will have time to wander the charming streets of this town dominated by an ancient medieval
fortress. The town also has a pretty fishing harbour and many shops selling minerals and crystals.

Then rejoin the coaches for a panoramic tour of the island. Next stop is "La Chiusa", an old country estate set in a
vineyard overlooking the sea.

The estate dates back to the 1700's and includes a country house, a wine cellar and a miniature chapel. The owner's
house, with its double outside staircase, was built later in the 1800s. "La Chiusa hosted Napoleon Bonaparte on two
occasions: once on 3 May 1814 on his arrival in Elba, while waiting to be officially received in Portoferraio, and once
during a hunting party on Mount Fabbrello. Here you will have the opportunity to taste some local specialities and a
selection of three different wines. The tour continues with a scenic bus ride from Porto Azzurro to Portoferraio, with
beautiful views of the Gulf of Portoferraio and its harbour.

v Estimated driving times: Portoferraio to Porto Azzurro: 30min ; Porto Azzurro to La Chiusa: 30 min ; La Chiusa to
Portoferraio: 25 min. The order of the visits is subject to change.

The scenic drive from Portoferraio takes you to the island's western highlands. The journey passes through the centre
of the island before continuing along the coast to the upmarket resort of Marciana Marina. The coach then heads into
the hills to reach the cable car station at Marciana Alta. During the journey your guide will tell you about the island's
history, culture and natural environment while you sit back and enjoy the beautiful views of the surrounding hilltop
villages and coastline.

On arrival your guide will give you a safety briefing and explain how to get on and off the cable car baskets safely.
The baskets, which depart every 20 seconds for the 20-minute climb to the top of Mount Capanne (1,019m), each hold
two passengers. The views during the cable car ride are quite spectacular, so make sure you have your camera handy.
From the panoramic terrace at the top station you can enjoy breathtaking views of all the islands in the Tuscan
archipelago.

After some free time (about 30 minutes), your guide will take you back to the coach and the tour will continue to
Marciana Mariana. Here you will have time to stroll along the seafront and explore the picturesque village. Before
returning to the port, look out for Elba's specialities: wonderful perfumes, truly the scent of the Mediterranean
captured in a bottle, and delicious local wines.

v This tour is not suitable for passengers with walking difficulties, heart problems or vertigo. You will take an open-
air cable car (cabins are baskets without any cover anc can accomodate 2 people) to the top of Mount Capanne. A
certain agility is required to board the cable car basket.

v Shops in Marciana Marina might be closed on Sundays and public holidays.

v Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.

v Estimated driving times: between Portoferraio and the cable car 50 min; between the cable car and Marciana
Marina 20 min; between Marciana Marina and Portoferraio 40 min.

BONIFACIO - Bonifacio by little train (and walking tour)

Your tour begins with a ride on the little train that takes you up to the Upper Town, the heart of the Bonifacio Citadel.
Your guide will then take you for a walk around the old citadel and the Genoese town. You will see the marine
cemetery on the cliffs, which offers a spectacular view over the Strait of Bonifacio. The island of Sardinia is only 12 km
away. The tour continues in the old town, where you will stroll through the maze of narrow, winding streets, passing
fascinating historical sites such as the 16th century Bastion de L'Etendard and the 12th century Eglise Sainte-Marie
Majeure. After some time at leisure, return to the marina and walk back to the ship.

Please note:

v This tour involves extensive walking over cobblestone and uneven surfaces and some steps. At the end of the tour
there is an 800-meter walk on a flat surface along the Marina from the drop-off point of the little train to the pier.

Vv Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.

v You will have about 30 minutes of free time to shop on your own during the tour.
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BONIFACIO - Coastal boat trip

A specially chartered boat will meet you at the pier. After boarding the boat, you will set off to explore the coast,
leaving the harbour through a narrow channel between the towering cliffs of Bonifacio. The boat will pass the
"Madonetta" lighthouse, built in 1854, and from the outside you can see the "Sdragnato" or "Little Dragon" sea cave.
The itinerary continues to the "Fazio Creek" and then, following the cliff in a south-easterly direction, you will pass
the rock known as the "Rudder of Corsica" and the steps of the King of Aragon. According to legend, these steps
were carved out by the Aragonese during a single night in 1420 to facilitate a surprise attack on the inhabitants during
the siege of Bonifacio. However, they predate this event and had a much more mundane function, allowing the locals
to carry water up to the citadel.

The final highlight of the tour is the "Grain of Sand" rock, a large, isolated rock formed by erosion, which stands about
10 metres out in the sea. This picturesque site will make you reach for your camera as it provides the perfect backdrop
for a photographic souvenir.

AJACCIO - Panorama of lles Sanguinaires and Ajaccio

Leaving the pier, drive through the town of Ajaccio along the Cours Napoleon and past the main square, Place de
Gaulle, dominated by a huge bronze statue of Napoleon and his four brothers. Then, through the former English
Quarter and past Place Austerlitz Casone, highlighted by another monument to Napoleon - a replica of the statue at
Les Invalides in Paris - leave the city centre towards the Sanguinaires Islands.

Leaving the centre of Ajaccio, your coach will travel along the delightful Route des Sanguinaires towards the northern
tip of the Gulf. You will pass a series of tourist resorts and sandy beaches. We stop at a viewpoint overlooking the
Gulf of Ajaccio with the Isle Sanguinaires in the background. The unusual shapes and colours of this miniature
archipelago have inspired many artists and are now a symbol of Ajaccio.

Enjoy some free time to walk to the Genoese Tower and take pictures of the islands. Board the coach and return to
the town centre to continue your visit on foot.

Follow your guide on a walking tour that includes the 16th century cathedral where Napoleon was baptised in 1771
(interior visit not guaranteed).

Pass by the Casa Bonaparte, the former residence of the Bonaparte family and Napoleon's birthplace on 15 August
1769. Continue your walk towards César Campichi, where the local food market is held from morning until midday.
Your tour will end with a delightful Corsican spuntinu by the Tino Rossi port, where you’ll enjoy a small taste of
authentic local flavors - a perfect way to round off your visit to Ajaccio.

v This tour involves extensive walking (approx. 2 km) with some steps and uneven surfaces.

v Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Interior visits are not included
in this tour.

v The Cathedral could be closed to visits withour previous notice in case of religuious ceremonies.
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AJACCIO - The “fragrant island” and its artisans

This excursion will take you to the outskirts of Ajaccio to discover the work of local craftsmen and enjoy the delicious
flavours of some local products.

Stop at a local honey house for a tour and honey tasting. Learn about the benefits of all the products of the beehive.
The Mediterranean climate allows bees to collect honey from flowers all year round, which is why Corsicans have
been making honey since time immemorial. Corsican honey is unique, sweet, strong or fruity; the local production
comes from an incredibly rich biodiversity of more than 2800 different plant species, 127 of which are endemic to the
island. You can also visit an organic distillery of essential oils nearby. Corsica has an abundance of fragrant plants and
trees and the owners use the flowers and leaves to produce 13 essential oils, floral waters and three types of massage
oil for medicinal, aromatherapy and perfumery purposes.

Relax on the return journey to Ajaccio at the end of your visit.

v Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.

v The journey between the port an the venues visited takes approximately 30 minutes. The order of the visits may
change.

SAINT TROPEZ - Time at leisure (no shore excursions organized)

Up until 1958 Saint Tropez was just a sleepy, picturesque fishing village; then the legendary couple Brigitte Bardot and
Roger Vadim arrived, bringing with them a touch of glamour, and changing the place beyond all recognition.

In the 1800’s St Tropez became a center for art and culture with the arrival of the French writer Guy de Maupassant
and the Impressionist painter Paul Signac who brought with them a host of talented contemporaries, including
Matisse. Today Saint Tropez is famous the world over for being one of the most glamorous locations on the French
Riviera. While it is mostly known for its beaches and port filled with millionaire’s yachts, it also boasts tree lined
squares, pastel-coloured houses, chic boutiques and quaint cafés serving a delicious local pastry the “Tarte
Tropezienne”.

The annual Les Voiles de Saint-Tropez regatta brings together over 250 classic, modern and maxi yachts for a
spectacular display on the water. Passengers may watch from the deck as the sailboats cut through the Gulf,
spinnakers billowing and crews racing for the finish. The harbour and waterfront become a lively backdrop of colour,
sails and sea spray, an unforgettable chance to witness top-level sailing amid the glamour of the Céte d’Azur.

The ship will be alongside at one of the cruise pier of the port of Nice, located next to the city center and 10 km from
Nice airport.
All guests are requested to leave the ship before 10:00am.

Star Clippers offers the following transfer services (optional, on request):

- Shared Transfer to Nice airport (NCE).

Easy: excursion accessible to all participants, as it mainly takes place by bus or boat. Any footpaths and
stairs that need to be negotiated are short or easy.

Moderate: a certain basic level of fitness is required; excursion involving moderate walking - sometimes over
uneven or unpaved paths and stairs.

Moderate to strenuous: active participation is required; excursion involving walking long distances over
uneven or steep terrain. May involve several flights of stairs or extended staircases.

Strenuous: a good level of fitness is required; an excursion involving extensive uphill walking on inclines,
uneven terrain with many steps. Excursion involving off-road driving, not suitable for pregnant women or
anyone with a medical condition (back, neck, etc.) that could be affected by bumpy roads.

Active (sport): Very good physical condition, stamina and skill are required. Passengers should be fit and
active to participate in tours involving hiking, kayaking, snorkeling, cycling or similar activities.

The level of physical fitness required for our activities is given as a very general indication.
