• In order to provide the best service and to avoid disappointments, please book your shore 
excursions as early as possible: places are limited and there is a booking deadline for each port. 
• Booking deadlines will be indicated on the Daily Program and on the booking forms. 
• Cancellation and changes are possible until the booking deadline. After the booking deadline, 
100% cancellation fees will be charged. 
• A minimum number of participants is required for each tour; if the required number is not 
attained, the tour may be cancelled.

MYKONOS - Time at leisure (no shore excursions organized) 
A charming little harbor, lined with cafés and colorful fishing boats, greets the eye and provides a scenic back drop 
for the maze of narrow cobble stoned streets that lies behind. On either side of the streets, you will find picturesque, 
whitewashed houses, local handicraft shops, boutiques, waterfront cafés and of course the island’s mascot: the 
pelican. Don’t be surprised if you encounter one of them wandering around town alongside of you. 
Two of the best places to visit are Little Venice, located on the south-western side of town, with its waterfront cafés 
and spectacular views of the sunset, and the famous Windmills (adjacent to Little Venice on Kato Myli Hill), one of the 
landmarks of Mykonos. Take the time to explore this captivating island; you won’t have to venture very far before 
you come across beautiful beaches and coves with azure blue water lapping on the shore. 
 
 
 

SANTORINI - Akrotiri and Oia

History & Culture | Unesco | Sightseeing 

Your tour begins with a scenic tender ride through the caldera to Athinios harbour, where local guides and buses 
await to take you to the site of Akrotiri, one of the most important prehistoric settlements in the Aegean. 
In the last quarter of the 17th century BC, a series of earthquakes followed by an eruption forced all the inhabitants 
to leave. The volcanic material covered the whole island and the city itself. These materials have protected the 
buildings and their contents down to the present day, just as in Pompeii. Wonderful frescoes have been found in some 
of the houses, as well as many vessels and utensils of daily use. 
After your guided tour of the site you will continue on and after a short drive you will arrive in Oia. With your guide 
you can take a short walk around the village of Oia or spend some time on your own. You will also have the 
opportunity to enter the workshops of the artists, meet them and talk to them. See the architecture and typical 
Santorinian style of houses and churches.  
Return to the coach and drive to Fira, the attractive capital of the island built on the top of the caldera. Here, you will 
have free time to explore Fira on your own and browse the shops and boutiques before you take the cable car (ticket 
included) to the small harbour of Skala, where the local tenders will take you back to the ship. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This walk involves moderate walking on uneven ground with some inclines and steps. 
✓ Estimated travel times: 30 minutes between Athinios pier and Akrotiri; 50 minutes between Akrotiri and Oia; 30 
minutes between Oia and Fira.  
✓ The excursion includes transportation, guide, entrance fee to Akrotiri site (20 € pp) and the ticket for the cable car 
between Fira and Skala harbour.  
✓ There may be some queuing at the cable car station. Check the timetables of the local tenders from Skala to the 
ship on the Daily Program.

SANTORINI – Panoramic Santorini and Oia village

Panoramic 

Your tour begins with a scenic tender ride through the caldera to Athinios harbour, where local guides and buses 
await the group. The tour begins with a scenic drive up the colourful rocky sides of the caldera, offering spectacular 
panoramic views of the island. Your first stop will be at Profitis Ilias, the highest peak on the island at almost 2,000 
feet, where you will see the monastery of Profitis Ilias and have a breathtaking view of the entire island.  
After a short photo stop, we continue to the Santo winery where you will have the opportunity to taste some of the 
island's wines.  
Drive through the beautiful traditional villages of the island towards Oia, located on the northern side of the island. 
On arrival in Oia, your guide will give you a briefing in the main square, then you will have some free time to explore 
the village. You will have the opportunity to visit artists' workshops, admire the typical architecture of the houses and 
churches, or enjoy a drink on a panoramic terrace overlooking the caldera.  
Return to the coach and drive to Fira, the attractive capital of the island built on the top of the caldera. Here, you will 
have free time to explore Fira on your own and browse the shops and boutiques before you take the cable car (ticket 
included) to the small harbour of Skala, where the local tenders will take you back to the ship. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This walk involves moderate walking on uneven ground with some inclines and steps.  
✓ Estimated driving times: 30 minutes between Athinios pier and the winery; 40 minutes between the winery and 
Oia; 30 minutes between Oia and Fira. 
✓ The ticket for the cable car between Fira and Skala harbour is included in the tour.  
✓ There may be some queuing at the cable car station. Check the timetables of the local tenders from Skala to the 
ship on the Daily Program. 
 
 
 

KATAKOLON - Ancient Olympia and Museum

Visit the legendary home of the first Olympic Games at Olympia, a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Experience the 
wonder and excitement of the original Olympic Games held from 776 BC to 393 AD! 
From the small harbour of Katakolon it is a short drive through the pastoral landscape of Elis to the site of Olympia. 
Your Greek guide will take you to the heart of the site where athletes once honoured their gods. Discover the great 
monuments one by one: the ancient Temple of Hera and the huge Temple of Zeus, which once housed one of the 
Seven Wonders of the World - the golden and ivory Zeus, as well as the unique Stadium and Bouleuterion, where 
competitors swore an oath to play fair. Nearby were Phedias' workshop, the Palaistra and the gymnasium. The site is 
beautifully shaded by Judas and olive trees and dominated by the conical hill of Kronos. After a short break, the visit 
continues to the museum to see the wonderful marble statues in the Temple of Zeus, the famous Hermes of Praxiteles 
and a unique collection of ancient armour and bronze figurines, all well preserved for centuries in the mud of the 
adjacent Alpheios River. 
Before returning to the port, you will have some free time in Olympia Village for a coffee or souvenir shopping. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour involves a considerable amount of walking (about two hours) on relatively flat but uneven ground.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.  
✓ The journey from Katakolon to Olympia takes approximately 40 minutes each way. 
✓ The excursion includes transportation, guide and entrance fee to the site of Olympia and its museum (20 € pp).

CORFU - Corfu old town and Kanaoni

Sightseeing | Unesco 

Travel back in time on this panoramic tour of Corfu. The tour starts in Kanoni, one of the most beautiful areas of Corfu, 
which got its name in 1798 during the French occupation of the island. One of the cannons from that period is still 
standing on a hill. We stop here to admire the breathtaking view of Mouse Island, also known as Pontikonisi, and the 
ancient monastery of Vlacherna. This famous landmark is one of the most photographed spots in Corfu.  
The small islet at the entrance to the Halkiopoulos lagoon has a Byzantine chapel dating from the 11th century. Legend 
has it that Mouse Island was the ship that brought Odysseus back to Ithaca, and that Poseidon, the god of the sea, 
turned it to stone in a fit of rage. 
After leaving Kanoni, the excursion continues with a panoramic drive to Corfu Old Town and Spianada Square. This 
UNESCO World Heritage Site has so much to offer visitors: medieval streets, two Venetian fortresses, a magnificent 
palace and beautiful gardens. There will be a guided tour of the main square and the old Orthodox church dedicated 
to St Spyridon, the patron saint of the island, which has a priceless collection of icons. During the tour your guide will 
tell you about the history of Corfu.  
Afterwards, you will have some free time to stroll through the arcades of Liston Piazza, go shopping or try some local 
specialities at one of the restaurants in the town centre before you return to the cruise port. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour involves extensive walking over cobbled, uneven surfaces.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate dress is required 
when visiting religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts allowed). 
✓ The church of St Spyridon can be closed to the public during religious ceremonies. The order of the visits may vary. 
 
 
 

CORFU - Olive oil mill and tasting

Take a trip to the heart of olive oil country and visit a mill that produces award-winning olive oil. The mill is located in 
a protected Natura 2000 area, which not only boasts centuries-old olive trees, but also the remains of a medieval 
castle, Castle Gardiki, dating back to the 13th century.  
The Dafnis family, who own the Governor Oil Mill, will welcome you into their world and take you back in time for the 
ultimate olive oil immersion experience! You will learn about the history of olive oil production and the Dafnis family, 
as well as the facts and myths surrounding olive oil.  
The tour begins with a personal guided walk through the olive groves in the grounds of Gardiki Castle. The authentic 
island atmosphere is unmistakable; you will meet our resident olive oil expert and learn about the world's oldest olive 
variety. When you arrive at the oil mill you will experience our 'taste like a pro' programme and learn how olive oil is 
made. You will also learn about the amazing therapeutic and health benefits of this 'natural healer'. Taste olive oil 
with one of the highest levels of phenolic compounds (antioxidants and free radical scavengers) in the world.  
 
Please note:  
✓ The drive from the port to the oil mill takes approximately 40 minutes each way.  
✓ Dress for the weather, comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.

KOTOR - Perast and Kotor

Sightseeing 

Meet your local guide and drive through the beautiful Bay of Kotor to Perast, a small baroque village on the shores of 
the Kotor Fjord. The most outstanding buildings here date from the 17th and 18th centuries. It is a tranquil place, rich 
in sacred monuments such as the Church of St Nicholas, built between the 15th and 17th centuries. There will be some 
free time to explore Perast on your own before we take a boat to the islet of Gospa od Skrpjela (Lady of the Rocks) 
and the church of the same name.  
Lady of the Rocks is a baroque church situated on one of the two islets in the Bay of Kotor, just opposite Perast. The 
church contains 68 magnificent paintings by Tripo Kokolja, a famous 17th century artist from Perast. His masterpiece 
is undoubtedly a 10m long painting depicting the Death of the Virgin.  
After visiting the island you will board your boat again for a short trip back to Perast where you will board your coach 
and travel from Perast to Kotor. This charming medieval town on a beautiful fjord is the ancient maritime centre of 
Montenegro and is a UNESCO World Heritage Site. You will find monuments, shops, cafes and restaurants. The 12th 
century Cathedral of St Tripun and the Orthodox Church of St Luka are visited from the outside. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour involves extended walking on cobblestone surfaces with some inclines and some steps. 
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate attire is required 
when visiting religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts are allowed).  
✓ The drive between Kotor and Perast takes approx. 20 minutes (each way). The order of the visits may change. 
 
 
 

KOTOR - Boka Kotorska speedboat adventure (with beach stop and Blue Cave)

Boating & beach 

A scenic speedboat ride past the villages and countryside of the Montenegrin coast takes you to the Blue Cave, 
located just outside the bay. The Blue Cave is one of the most attractive in the series of caves along the Lustica 
Peninsula, which separates the Bay of Kotor from the Adriatic Sea. The sun's rays are reflected inside the cave, 
creating a beautiful shade of blue water for which this cave is best known. If the sea conditions allow, you will make 
a SHORT visit by boat to this natural hall with a 9-metre high vault and the 13-metre deep seabed of the cave.  
Then you will go to the pebble beach of Zanjice where you will have free time to swim before boarding the speedboats 
for the return to Kotor. You will have a chance to swim in this enchanting setting before heading to Rose Beach on 
the tip of the Lustica Peninsula. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour is operated by speedboat and is not suitable for guests prone to motion sickness, guests with back or 
neck problems, guests with limited mobility and pregnant women. Speedboats can accommodate max 9 passengers. 
✓ Wear a swimsuit under a cover-up and bring sun protection, sunglasses, a towel from the ship, water shoes and a 
change of dry clothes. Expect to get splashed! Do not take valuables with you.  
✓ The speedboat trip between Kotor and the Blue Cave lasts approx. 60 minutes (each way).  
✓ There will be approx. one hour of free time at the beach in Zanjice. The passage inside the cave takes approx. 5 
minutes, depending on the number of the boats inside the cave. In case of rough sea conditions, it will not be possible 
to enter inside the Blue Cave (no refund will be given). The order of the visits is subject to change.

KOTOR - Kayaking through the Bay of Kotor

Explore the Kotor Fjord coastline from the water as you paddle a sea kayak on a guided 6.25 mile exploration. Take 
breaks from paddling to stop for a swim in the refreshing waters of the Adriatic or to take in the stunning views of 
the mountainous Montenegrin countryside and the picturesque medieval walled town of Kotor. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This is a very active tour and is only suitable for guests in very good physical condition and must be able to swim.  
✓ Min age: 6 years (minors must be accompanied by an adult). Max weight: 264 lbs / 120 kg. 
✓ Wear a swimsuit under your clothes and bring sunscreen, sunglasses, hat, water shoes, water, a towel from the 
ship and extra dry clothes. A waterproof protection for cameras and mobiles is recommended. 
✓ Kayaks used are double sit-on-top sea kayaks. Before the tour starts, practical instructions on how to maneuver the 
kayaks will be given.  
✓ Kayak activity lasts approx. 2 hours (1 hour each way, with 1 hour swim stop), but the duration depends on the 
group’s pace. 
 
 
 

DUBROVNIK - Flavours of Dalmatia

Enjoy a pleasant coach ride along the Adriatic Road to the town of Mali Ston, known as the "oyster capital of Croatia". 
This small town is often seen as a smaller version of Dubrovnik, with magnificent walls surrounding the town.  
The walls are 5 km long and construction began in 1317 and was not completed until the 16th century. There are also 
the old salt pans that were used during the Dubrovnik Republic.  
After arriving in Mali Ston, you will board a local boat that will take you to the oyster and mussel beds. Your host will 
welcome you on board and introduce you to the oyster and mussel growing in this area. You will have a unique 
opportunity to learn about oyster and mussel production and taste freshly prepared oysters and mussels, including 
mussel bouzara (mussels cooked with wine, garlic and olive oil).  
After returning to Mali Ston, you will board a motorcoach for the return journey to Dubrovnik for a brief orientation 
tour of the Dubrovnik old town, followed by free time to explore Dubrovnik on your own. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour involves moderate walking on uneven surfaces, inclines, cobblestones.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. 
✓ The drive between Dubrovnik and Mali Ston takes approx. 60 minutes (each way). There is a 15 minute walk through 
the old town from the tender pier to the coach park.

Discover the secrets locked within the walls of the Old Town and join us on a journey of legends and curiosities. 
Discover the present day life of the citizens living within the walls of the Dubrovnik Old Town, experience the spirit of 
the past, walk through a maze of narrow streets and small squares, the oldest parts of the town, beyond the usual 
tourist paths, where fascinating views will open up to you in an unexpected way, discover the churches and highlights 
that you will not find in the travel guides, meet one of the most famous and world-renowned scientists, Bosković. All 
this will be illustrated by interesting stories, legends and curiosities about life in the Old Town of Dubrovnik and the 
history of the centuries-old Republic of Ragusa, told by your guide.

✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.

DUBROVNIK – Treasures of the Dubrovnik: a cultural walking tour

During a leisurely walk through the medieval town, our guide will introduce you to its rich history and artistic heritage, 
as well as its most beautiful and significant architectural and artistic treasures from the Dubrovnik Republic period.  
One of the architectural gems of Dubrovnik's rich heritage, the Rector's Palace is also one of the most significant 
examples of profane architecture on the Croatian coast and is now home to the Cultural and Historical Museum. Apart 
from its exceptional beauty and historical value, the Sponza Palace houses the Dubrovnik archives' treasures. 
Visit the Baroque Cathedral of the Assumption, which has one of the oldest treasuries on the Adriatic (dating from 
the 11th to 18th centuries). The great polyptych of the Assumption was made in Titian's workshop, and you can also 
admire Raphael's 'Madonna della Seggiola'. 
Next, continue your tour with the church of St Blaise, the patron saint and eternal protector of Dubrovnik since 972. 
For centuries, St Blaise was not just a saint; he was also the spiritual guardian of the Republic and a symbol of its 
sovereignty. Statues of him can be found throughout the Old Town, and the church remains one of the city’s most 
important landmarks, located at the heart of the Old Town.  
Finally, visit the Franciscan monastery. Its church is one of the most beautiful Romanesque-Gothic buildings in Croatia. 
The monastery's pharmacy dates from 1317, making it the third oldest still in use in the world. The library contains an 
exhibition of liturgical artefacts and one of the most valuable European music archives, as well as paintings by old 
masters.

✓ This tour involves extensive walking on uneven surfaces, inclines, cobblestones.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate attire is required 
to visit the religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts are allowed).  
✓ The excursion includes the following visits: to the Treasury of Dubrovnik Cathedral, St. Blaise Church, the museum 
of the Franciscan monastery and its pharmacy.

KORČULA - Korčula  old town and winery

Sightseeing | Food & Wine 

The Old Town of Korčula is a masterpiece of architecture and town planning, where everything is built according to a 
plan: the layout of the streets is reminiscent of a fishbone, to take advantage of the different winds to clear the air.  
Meet your guide at the pier for a walking tour of the old town. Visit the Cathedral of St. Mark, which is probably the 
best evidence of the artistry of Korčula's famous stonemasons and the island's excellent stone, which has been used 
in buildings all over the world. The tour continues to the Bishop's Palace, which displays the hidden treasures of the 
town (sketches and drawings by Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo, Raphael, Tiepolo and many others), and the Town 
Museum, which contains exhibits from the Greek and Roman periods, as well as objects from the island's maritime 
history. Finally, visit the charming Church of All Saints, which houses an impressive collection of Byzantine icons.  
Korčula is also known as the birthplace of Marco Polo, who is said to have lived in the house where he was born (seen 
from the outside).  
Board a coach and drive to the rural village of Lumbarda, where the Milina-Bire family has lived for centuries. In the 
past they produced wine for their own use, but half a century ago they decided to use the knowledge they had 
acquired over the years in the cultivation of grapes and vines and set up their own small winery. Now they have fully 
automated systems for making wine, while still trying to keep some of the old-fashioned way of making wine. On 
arrival, guests are taken to the winery to see how wine is made today, before entering the fascinating wine cellar, 
which is beautifully decorated with the wine making tools of the past. Here your host, the owner of the winery, will 
tell you a story about wine production and the history of the Bire family who produce wines in the village of Lumbarda.

✓ This tour involves extended walking on cobblestone and uneven surfaces with inclines and many steps. 
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate attire is required 
when visiting religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts are allowed).  
✓ Driving time between Korčula and Lumbarda is approx. 15 minutes. The order of the visits is subject to change. 
 
 

KORČULA - Historic Korčula (walking tour)

History & Culture 

Korčula is organised around its main artery according to a "fishbone" plan drawn in the 13th century.  
It is believed that the great traveller and explorer Marco Polo was born in Korčula in 1254.  
Visit the Bishop's Palace (Abbey treasury), a museum of religious art with fragments of archaeological interest, icons, 
Croatian and Italian Renaissance and Baroque art, reliquaries, liturgical vestments. 
The most important Gothic work is the polyptych "Our Lady with Child and Saints" from 1431, three alabaster reliefs 
from the 15th century and an ivory triptych of Queen Mary Stuart from around 1600.  
You will then visit Saint-Marc Cathedral, the most important building in the old town. It was built in the 15th century 
in a Gothic-Renaissance style on the site of an older church by local stonemasons and craftsmen. The altars are 
decorated with paintings by Jacopo Tintoretto. The town museum is housed in the Gabrielis Palace - an outstanding 
example of 16th-century residential architecture. Discover Korčula's vibrant history, cultural and economic milestones 
from antiquity to modern times. See the huge staircase leading up to the Revelin Tower, a large gate dating from the 
14th century. Finally, you can follow your guide back to your boat or complete the tour on your own. 
 
Please note:  
✓ This tour involves moderate walking (approx. 1.5 km) and standing on cobblestone and uneven surfaces with 
inclines and many steps to negotiate.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water. Appropriate attire is required 
when visiting religious sites (no bare shoulders or shorts are allowed). 
✓ The excursion includes the following visits: Saint-Marc Cathedral, Bishop's palace (Abbey treasure), City Museum.

The island of Hvar is a well known tourist destination and thanks to its mild climate and lush subtropical vegetation it 
has become a must for tourists. The island is rich in cultural and historical monuments, and remains of the ancient 
times can still be seen in most of the settlements on the island.  
The coach will take guests from Hvar town to Starigrad, a small town famous for its large bay, which has long inspired 
artists and poets. Starigrad is a crowning glory in this majestic landscape. The town of Starigrad was the largest 
settlement on the island and dates back to Greek times. After a short guided tour, you will have some free time in the 
town before continuing towards the village of Vrisnik.  
A friendly host will welcome you with dried figs and a special tasting of the island's cheeses and wines, produced 
locally in small quantities.  
After leaving Vrisnik, you will have a short stop at the Spagnola fortress (Fortica) that dominates the old town of Hvar. 
From the fortress you can enjoy a magnificent view of the old town and the Pakleni Islands. 
Once arrived in Hvar, you will have a short guided tour of Hvar on the way to the tender pier.

✓ This tour involves a long panoramic drive on the coach and moderate walking.  
✓ Dress for the weather, wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a hat and water.  
✓ The drive between Vrisnik and Hvar takes approx. 60 minutes. 
✓ The tour includes the internal visit of the Spagnola Fortress (Fortica) and the Dominican Monastery in Starigrad.

After a safety briefing and instruction in paddling techniques, you will be ready to set off on your sea kayak adventure 
along the beautiful Hvar coastline, exploring the small islands that make up the famous Pakleni Archipelago.  
The name is sometimes translated as Hell's Islands (pakleni means hellish), but its origin is more likely derived from 
"paklina", an archaic word meaning tar or pine resin, the substance used to coat local boats. 
Far from being "hellish", the islands are a little slice of heaven, offering unspoilt scenery, thick pine forests that 
provide shade even on the hottest summer days and crystal blue waters.The kayak expedition takes us past bays and 
narrow straits to small pebble beaches where you can swim, snorkel and relax.  
 
Please note:  
✓ This is a very active tour and is only recommended for guests in very good physical condition. Participants must be 
able to swim. Min age: 6 years (minors must be accompanied by an adult). Max weight: 264 lbs / 120 kg.
